· Claudie Haigneré worked for eight years, in the Rheumatology clinic, Rehabilitation Department, at the Cochin Hospital in Paris. 

· She has been selected in 1985 by the French National Space Agency, the « Centre National d’Etudes Spatiales » (CNES), as an astronaut.

· For six years, at the French « Centre National de la Recherche Scientifique » (CNRS) in the Neurosensory Physiology Laboratory, she prepared scientific experiments in the field of human physiology and made research on the adaptation of the sensorimotors in microgravity.

· From 1990 to 1992, in charge of the programs of physiology and spatial medicine at the Life Sciences division of the French space agengy « Centre National d’Etudes Spatiales » (CNES) in Paris, Claudie Haigneré took part in the setting up of the spatial research directions in tight collaboration with the French and international laboratories.

· She carried out, from 1989 to 1992, the scientific coordination for life sciences experiments of the Franco-Russian « Antarès » mission .

· On august 17 1996, Claudie Haigneré started a 16 days flight aboard the Russian orbital station « Mir », in the frame of the Franco-Russian « Cassiopée » mission and carried out a great numbers of physiologico-medical, biological and technical experiments.

· On May 1998, she joined the Stars City as a back-up astronaut for the Franco-Russian « Perseus » mission, which took place on february 1999. 

· On november 1999, she joined the European Spatial Agency (ESA) and the European Astronaut Corps in Köln, Germany.

· On january 2001, she joined again the Stars City in order to undergo a 9 months training for the « Andromède » mission. First French astronaut to fly aboard the International Spatial Station (ISS), Claudie Haigneré, was involved in an experimental program in the fields of Earth observation, ionosphere study, life sciences and matter sciences.

· Claudie Haigneré has been appointed Minister for Research and New technologies on june 17th 2002.

· Claudie Haigneré has been awarded the French medal of « Officier de la Légion d’honneur », and of « Chevalier de l’ordre national du Mérite », and the Russian Order of the Friendship Between People. 
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
