Weakly Performing Countries 
(WPCs)

ÅMany of the poor in the Asia and Pacific 
region live in WPCs

ÅService delivery in these countries seldom 
function well

ÅMore likely to experience large scale and 
violent civil conflict than other low income 
countries

ÅNeed to engage; failure to engage could 
entail major human, social, economic, 
and security costs
