The Permanent Inter-state
Committee for Drought Control in the Sahel (CILSS) as well as the West African Economic
and Monetary Union (UEMOA) will also provide support.
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Resources for Development

Is there a need for another report on West African resources? There are certainly numerous
regional analyses on this subject but they are often sectoral and thematic and do not
address this issue from a multidisciplinary angle.

Hence this Report analyses the three forms of capital and their interconnection: natural
capital through notably water, vegetation and mineral resources; social and cultural capital
with all of the artistic, linguistic and human abundance; economic capital via infrastructure
and the dynamic informal sector.

Differing Perspectives on the Vawious Forms of Capital

The Report will raise a certain number of questions regarding the challenges West Africa
faces in order to better capitalise on its substantial resources. Some African personalities
will endeavour to respond to this issue presenting differing and interactive perspectives of
the various resources for development.

Challenges for West Africaw - avfew ideas

4 Natural resources are at the root of economic development for the majority of the West
African population. Given the intense demographic growth, the international economic
appetite and climate change, natural resources management is evermore crucial. Hence
an approach that takes into account the economic, social and environmental stakes
faced with vulnerability and some non-renewable resources is imperative.

4 Going beyond borders West Africa shares common traits linked to languages, religions,
youthfulness of its population, making this region appear as a coherent entity. West
Africa also has great human and cultural diversity. Capitalising on this diversity is one of
the often neglected keys to development of the region as it is deemed less profitable. Is
the creation of “West African labels” possible given the tremendous creativity,
historically proud population which is capable of taking on technologies?

4 West African economic and financial resources have been greatly increasing and
diversifying since the end of the 1990s as a result of favourable international
circumstances and an improved regional context. West Africa today should undertake
profitable and structuring investments involving concerned societal actors.

4+ ECOWAS should become the central integration institution in West Africa of which its
transformation into a Commission in 2007 was an important step in this process. Will
these institutional changes enable regional institutions to meet the challenges of
cooperation and integration? How can the CILSS, ECOWAS and UEMOA better
coordinate to face these challenges?
