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DEFINITION

Free Zones are defined as special sites :

A within the country but deemed to be outside of the customs
territory,

A Wwhere the valid regulations related to foreign trade and
other financial and economic areas are not applicable or are
partly applicable,

A new regulations are tested in,

A  where more convenient business climate is offered in order
to increase trade volume and exports.



CRITERIA IN ESTABLISHING A FREE ZONE

A Transport facilities, adjacency to ports and trade roads,

A Commercial and industrial infrastructure available in the city,

A Avalilability of production elements like raw material, skilled
labour, electricity - fresh water etc.,

A Physical features of the territory to establish the free zone and the
possibility of physical expansion area,

A Financial model to be applied in investment and operation phases,
A Modern infrastructure facilities,

A Avallability of potential markets,

should be considered in the city to establish the free zone
