20 December 1999  and vested with powers of fighting against 

corruption and administrative illegality under the same organization.

Å Increase in financial resources (annual 
expenditure increased from MOP 28 million in 
1999 to MOP 102 million in 2008) and human 
resources (no. of staff increased from 41 in 1999 
to 157 in March 2009)
