U Higher education and training leading to a university degree,
U Post-graduate and further training,

U Includes bursaries provided by departments for own employees pursuing

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Scientific and Technological Services

Defined as activities concerned with supporting research and

experimental development and contributing to the generation,

dissemination and application of scientific and technical knowledge.

U Includes activities such as patenting, geological surveys, standards
generation, operation of libraries and scientific databases, scientific

congress and symposia, control and testing of materials.
