A Defined in the walloon decreet on social cohesion Plan as :

NA set of processes helping to
individuals enjoy equal opportunities and conditions for access to
fundamental rights and economic, social and cultural well-being, so
that all parties may take an active part in society and enjoy
recognition within this context, irrespective of their national or ethnic
origin, cultural, religious or philosophical allegiance, social status,
social and economic level, age, sexual orientation, health or
disability".
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Concepts to be defined and measured : social
cohesion, well-being for all citizens and progress
towards well-being for all

Well-being :
Conceived as the objective of the social cohesion;

A multidimensional, subjective, relative, interactive and mobilising concept;

Its content is difficult to define : a theoretical definition is not sufficient to reveal all
the depth and the diversity of the concept. Who could assume the responsibility to do
that ?

Only people are able to express what is well-being for themselves and for the others;

Consequently, well-being concept is only to define in a participative process with
citizens at the local level.

Progress :

Defined in relation to an aimed objective : the situation that is required or regarded as
ideal;

Defining progress towards well-being for all consists in mapping out a path between a
current situation that is perceived and the situation to be attained, breaking the path
down into steps as milestones on the way to the objective in view and contributing to
reflection about the progression strategies.



Statistical approach of social cohesion

The concept of social cohesion is made operational by the access of the citizens to
fundamental rights enshrined in the Belgian Constitution (6) : right to a decent
wage, right to health protection and social and medical assistance, right to decent
housing and a ealthy environment, right to employment, right to training, right to
social and cultural development.

V For the implementation of the social cohesion Plan in the Walloon municipalities :
a process in three steps :

1. For each municipality, the social cohesion at local level is measured by 18 indicators
gathered in 6 dimensions and in one composite indicator linked to effective use of
the rights + a set of target groups representing a risk factor in terms of maintaining
social cohesion in municipal areas;

2. These indicators are completed by a local social diagnosis constructed by local
stakeholders which reviews and evaluates the public and/or private initiatives
already operating in the municipality (achievements, strengths, weaknesses), the
aspirations of the population and the needs that still have to be met in terms of
people, neighbourhoods, services, etc.

3. Construction of a set of evaluating indicators with the stakeholders to assess the
implementation of the actions plan : annual monitoring, midterm evaluation and
final evaluation

V Carried out in twenty or so Walloon towns and municipalities chosen on a
volontary basis taking care of ensuring territorial diversity.

Objectives

1. Defining and measuring well-being and progress towards sustainable well-being,
involving citizens and taking the representation of the various social groups in the
local area into account;

2. Improving the set of indicators available with new well-being and progress
indicators that can be applied to all the Walloon municipalities and promoting the
participatory debate about these indicators so as to ensure a greater level of
transparency and relevance;

3. Imagining new methods for gathering and processing local information with the
involvement of citizens and local stakeholders;

4. Analysing territorial disparitiesonwell-b ei ngo6s percepti on
SOCi0-economic groups;

5. Supporting implementation and evaluation of the social cohesion plans in the
Walloon communes.



Development by 4 steps

Defining well-being and progress with citizens in a sample of 20 municipalities :
listing of well-being criteria, classifying and organizing them into indicators
and topics/domains. For each indicator, constructing a graduated scale between
0 and 4, each of graduations qualifies the steps on a path of progress;

Globalizing results in each of the 20 municipalities by regrouping indicators
inclusively, constructing a data base with criteria, indicators and topics /areas,
analysing territorial variability and looking for available data for measuring
indicators;

Measuring well-being and progress in each of the 20 municipalities, testing
different methods for measuring indicators ( 0 ¢ | ane g ih @rapsdticipative
method), capitalizing results in order to support the social cohesion plans and to
assess how they affect the degree of local well-being;

Analysing possibilities to extend this experience to the 242 remaining
communes.

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Advantages of this project

It acts as catalyst for the participation of all people

V It provides an opportunity to explore the entire field T including areas that are
generally neglected-, to investigate its diversity and examine its
multidimensional components.

V It allows to reflect how the perception of well-being differs from one locality
to another.

V It raises reflections about the changeover from individual well-being to well-
being for all or from an individual quality of life to a capacity for coexistence

V It allows to complete the material components of well-being by the noni
material components

V It helps to make us aware of the riche societal heritage (including our values,
our identities, our beliefs, etc.) of the past, present and future generations.

V It enhances the legitimacy of these indicators and their appropriation as tools
for observation, analysis, decision-making and action

V Itis a part of a line of thought for renewing the debate on measuring social
progress.
