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Mr. Rui Baleiras is Secretary of State for Regional Development since March 2005. He is
an economist by training from the New University of Lisbon’s Faculty of Economics
(UNL/FE) and post-graduate in economics from the College of Europe, Bruges, Belgium
as well as a Doctor in Economics from UNL/FE. He is Adjunct Professor at UNL/FE.

Professor Baleiras has served in different functions at UNL, including as member of the
University’s Assembly and Senate, Member of the Assembly of Representatives of the
UNL Faculty of Economics, representative of the Doctors Teaching Staff and Member of
the Pedagogy Council in the UNL/FE.

Professor Baleiras represented the Faculty of Economics in the pan-European Project for
the reform of the national higher education teaching systems, under the coordination of
the «European Foundation for Management Development» and coordinated the
Socrates/Erasmus programmes (international student mobility) Office, in the UNL
Faculty of Economics.

More recently, He helped conceive the Masters programme in Public Administration and
Policy, to be launched by the UNL in September 2005, in cooperation with Columbia
University, New York, USA.
