- Working to acceptable business standards

- Commitment to transparency

- Respect for laws, best practice and the 
interests for all shareholders

¸ Not a QUALITY or COMPETENCE issue

¸ Easier to recognise óbadô Corporate Governance

¸ More critical when applied to publicly-traded stocks

¸ Good corporate governance is reflected in better 
financial performance
