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WORKSHOP OBJECTIVES

The programme will cover all relevant issues concerning the application of competition law in
cases of abuse of dominance and will particularly deal with essential facilities and refusal to deal
abuses. Issues such as defining the relevant market, barriers to entry, competitive effects
analysis, determining whether market power exists, efficiency considerations as well as remedies
and sanctions will be discussed. Participants will examine these issues through lectures and
through a hypothetical case involving a unilateral refusal to deal. Participants will conduct
hypothetical interviews with market participants and analyze documents as they examine the
facts of the case. At the end of the hypothetical case study, a courtroom simulation will occur
where both sides of the case will be presented to a tribunal, followed by a discussion of the
appropriate decision
