BY TAXI:

Ask for La Défense 2. There is a set down area just below Tour Europe where taxis can
stop on level - 2. The Tour Europe security desk on that level will call OECD security to
grant access.

OR

BY RER: take line A to Grande Arche de la Défense, 'Sortie F' and, with the Grande
Arche behind you, walk back towards Paris. As you walk towards Paris you should see a
big modern ship-like looking building called COEUR DEFENSE on your left and shortly
afterwards, the restaurant Mond, 1 place des Corolles on your left. Take a hard left, go
past the Mond, an optician shop, Karly's boulangerie, out into the open air and Tour
Europe is straight ahead slightly to the right.

OR

BY METRO: take line 1, get on at the front of the train, direction Grande Arche de La
Défense and get off at Esplanade de la Défense which is one before the end. When you
get off, take the escalator on the right (at the head of the train). Then, at the top, take the
right-hand exit and at the top, once in the open air turn left to face the Grande Arche,
with Paris behind you. Walk straight, keeping the gardens on your left for approx 10
mins, until you come to a travel agency called Carlson Wagonlit, continue walking and
turn to your right between the agency and the restaurant called Mond, 1 place des
Corolles. Carry on walking past the Mond, an optician shop, Karly's boulangerie, out in
the open air and Tour Europe is straight ahead slightly to the right.

To commute between CDG airport and La Défense:

Either by taxi, which takes approx 30mins during the day but can take as much as 2
hours in the rush hour. Cost during the day: approx €40 to €50.

Air France bus, 1 hour max total trip (during the day). Bus rides every 15 minutes, to
Porte Maillot and Etoile, cost is approx. €12. To get to our offices at La Défense, get off
the bus Pte Maillot or Etoile depending which comes first, then either take a taxi or the
metro line 1 (see above instructions).

RER B between CDG and Chatelet, then RER A between Chatelet and La Defense —
cost approx €8. There are 2 RER Stations at CDG - one for Terminal 1 and the other
between Terminals 2C/D and E/F (underneath the Sheraton).
