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1) Background 

The OECD DAC Network on Environment and Development Co-operation and the 
Poverty-Environment Partnership Network (PEP) are tracking their members‟ country-
level activities related to environment and development through a regularly updated 
Survey. The Survey of agencies’ country level activities aims to provide an overview of 
“who is doing what and where”, with a view to facilitate collaboration between agencies.
