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OECD farm policies hurt competitive 

exporters

Farm support in OECD remains high

é and largest (though slowly declining) part is provided 

through price support, output subsidies

é which are rarely efficient in meeting domestic objectives

é but stimulate production, reduce imports and expand 

exports

... at the expense of competitive low-support exporters
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OECD farm support still focused on 

commodity production
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USD 34 billion in OECD countries, USD 10 billion in non-OECD countries
