Subject: Second Round MonitoringSurvey of the Paris Declaration
on AidEffectiveness

f8"'\ Excellency,

In recent years Cambodia has, with the full.,supportof its development partners, made
considerable progress in implementing the national aid effectiveness agenda that is
associated with the Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness. The Paris Declaration
provides for three rounds of monitoring,the second of which willtake place during the
first three months of 2008, with a formal launch date of 2nd January 2008. As
discussed at the 11th GDCC in October 2007, Cambodiawill participate in this
monitoringexerciseand all participatingcountriesare requiredto submittheir survey
resultsto the OECD/DACno laterthan31st March2008.

Our preparations for this survey began some months ago. CRDB/CDC has trained all
development partners in the use of the Cambodia ODA Database and all of your
projects that disbursed in 2007 should now be entered into the Database
(http://cdc.khmer.biz). The Database will be used to generate most of the survey
results and the data validation process is underway. I would now be most grateful if
you and your staff involved in development cooperation would take note of the
following important points:

1. Development partners are requested to enter 2007 estimated disbursement
data into the ODA Database by 29 February 2008. This will ensure that we
have sufficient time to jointly validate the survey results. For national
planning and budgeting purposes - and for monitoring predictability of
development assistance - I also request that you provide projections of your
financial support for 2008 and 2009.

2. A technical note on the survey has been posted to the CRDB website to
provide additional information and guidance. This can be accessed on
www.cdc-crdb.qov.kh. In addition, the OECD/DAC Guideline will be posted
to this website once it becomes available.
