	Joint External Anticorruption Evaluation - Presentation of the final report

The synthesis report presents findings and recommendations on the basis of five country case studies (Bangladesh, Nicaragua, Vietnam, Zambia, Tanzania) and consultations with donor Headquarters. Using the UN Convention against Corruption as an organising framework, the report assesses the relevance and effectiveness of donor anti-corruption and governance interventions over the 2002-09 period, with a focus on what works and what does not work in a given context. The report also looks at donors’ internal ways of working and explores how coordination, dialogue and program management can contribute to anti-corruption efforts in partner countries. 

The evaluation is jointly funded by  the Asian Development Bank ADB), the Danish International Development Assistance (Danida), the Swedish Agency for Development Evaluation (SADEV), the Swedish International Development Co-operation Agency (Sida), the UK Department for International Development (DFID) and the Norwegian Agency for Development Cooperation (Norad). The work was managed by the Evaluation Department, Norad.

	Contextual choices in fighting corruption: Lessons learned

Alina Mungiu-Pippidi, Professor of Democracy Studies, Hertie School of Governance (HSOG) 
This report presents a more general theory of development of good governance, as well as a policy model explaining control of corruption in order to argue that many current anticorruption approaches cannot work in the present design. The report argues that ethical universalism is the exception in governance, not the norm, that all deviations from it tend to be perceived as 'corruption' by the public, and that instruments meant to repress deviation do not work when the task is in fact to instate a norm for the first time. Clear statistical evidence is presented to show that institutional mono-cropping does not work and evidence is instead given on sequences of success from historical and contemporary achiever countries.
