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Section 6 stipulate the mechanism for the Court 

to be the arbiter of the justice when the enforcing 

law may be adjudged to be disproportionate, 

arbitrary, unnecessary or out of date in contrary to 

section 5 paragraph 1

Section 5 paragraph 1 of the Legislative Drafting Act 2019

“A government agency shall have the laws to the extent of necessity 

and repeal or reform the laws that are no longer needed, or 

inconsistent with the present context, or hinder the livelihood or 

occupation without delay so that these laws will not be burdensome 

for the people.”
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Court

During court proceeding, has the duty to 

interpret the law

And upon realizing or prompted by the 

defendant that there is a reason to 

believe that the law is in contrary to 

section 5 paragraph 1 * ŢżĿļşŪřŴţŻő

Chief Justiceés consideration

General Assembly of judges

Affirming the decision by the presiding judge

Court : may refuse to punish or issue lesser punishment than 

specified by the law
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Mechanism to ensure that subordinate laws and 
regulations are enacted in a timely manner (Section 22)

These stipulations cannot have any legal effect unless and until the 
responsible government agencies take all necessary steps to enact 
subordinate rules and regulations

ÅIf the responsible government agencies fail to complete the 
said task within 2 years of the effective date, the relevant 
stipulations or clauses cease to have any legal effect from 
that point on.

Exception If the stipulations or clauses have beneficial effects to the 

people or businesses, they can still remain in effect whether or not the 

responsible government agencies have successfully enacted 

subordinate rules or regulations.
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
